As young people transition to adulthood, they face significant opportunities and challenges. This is

particularly true for those who age out of the child welfare system. Older youth in care experience the child

welfare system differently than other age groups: These differences may include reasons for entering care,

the types and number of placements, the length of time they stay in care, and how they exit care. To help

young people successfully transition to adulthood, it is essential that child welfare agencies provide them

with supportive relationships, educational opportunities, career preparation, and other forms of support.

These resources will equip them with the necessary tools to set and achieve their goals.

The data represent the federal fiscal years 2018, 2019,

2020, and 2021 reporting periods (October 1, 2017 – September 30, 2018, October 1, 2018 – September 30, 2019, October 1,

2019 – September 30, 2020, October 1, 2020 – September 30, 2021, respectively). Unless otherwise noted, for each

calculation, children who were missing data on the relevant indicator were excluded from analyses. The Administration on

Cornell University and their agents or employees bear no responsibility for the analyses or interpretations presented here.
