It is essential that children have positive, nurturing, and long-term connections with caring adults who
support their healthy development—referred to as “permanency” in the child welfare field. When children

are separated from their families by the foster care system, they can establish permanency through

reunification, guardianship, or adoption. Conversely, children are at risk of experiencing negative outcomes
when the child welfare system fails to provide permanency, underscoring the importance of providing
comprehensive, culturally appropriate services to ensure that children are able to safely reunify with their

families or find homes with relatives or adoptive families.

3The response categories for relationship of adoptive parents come from the AFCARS Adoption file and are not mutually
exclusive. Therefore, percentages may not add up to 100%. For some states there was a large amount of missing data. In

Vermont, the relationship of adoptive parents was missing for 0% of records in the Adoption file.
